There will not be any public Watching at the 
Altar of Repose after Mass. You may however, focus on the presence of the Blessed Sacrament 
in the Tabernacle through the live stream. 
On Good Friday we commemorate the Lord’s Passion at 3pm.  On Holy Saturday we celebrate 
the Easter Vigil at 8pm For the Easter Vigil, again there will be free car parking in the lower level 
of the Dominion Car Park. All the Holy Week Services will be simplified this year and there will be 
no processions. The collection on Good Friday will be for the Holy Places. 
On Maundy Thursday morning and Holy Saturday morning there will be Morning Prayer and 
Rosary at 10am. The Church will not be open to the public but you are welcome to participate 
through the live stream.
